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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) study academic leadership of school
administrators under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, 2) study schools
climate under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, 3) study the relationship
between academic leadership of school administrators and schools climate under Kalasin
Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 and 4) study administrators academic leadership
affecting schools climate under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3. The
samples were 320 school administrators and teachers in Kalasin Primary Educational Service
Area, divided into 22 school administrators and 298 teachers. The research instrument used
for data collection was a five rating scales questionnaire with reliabilities of Cronbach’s alpha
coefficient were 0.97 and 0.85. The statistical techniques employed in data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and Pearson Product Moment Correlation Coefficient.
Regression equations were created for predicting dependent variables through Stepwise
Multiple Regression analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Academic leadership of school administrators under Kalasin Primary Educational
Service Area Office 3 in overall in overall and each aspect were at a high level.

2. Schools climate of schools under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office
3 in overall in overall and each aspect were at a high level.

3. The relationship of academic leadership of school administrators with Schools
climate of schools under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, overall the
relationship was very positive (rXy =867") at the .01 level of significance.

4. Academic leadership of school administrators affecting schools climate of schools
under Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 consisted of 5 aspects: monitoring
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student progress (XG), setting goals and missions for schools (XW), education supervision

(X4), curriculum and teaching administration (XQ), and measurement and evaluation (X5). The

five variables predicted the variance of Schools climate of schools under Kalasin Primary

Educational Service Area Office 3. It could predict 87.10% at the.05 level of significance.

The prediction equations could be written as follow:

The regressive equation in the form of raw score (Unstandardized Score)

Y =0.782 + O.348X6 +0.139X + 0.123X, + 0.107X_+ 0.091X,

The regressive equation in the form of standard score (Standardized Score)

Z'y= 0.444ZX_ + 0.170ZX + 0.162ZX + 0.123ZX + 0.108ZX,
