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Abstract

Phase 1, to study the current and desirable conditions on Student-Centered for Private
schools, Kalasin Provincial Education Office. The sample were Administrators and teachers in
Private schools. There are 504 persons, Which was obtained from Krejcie & Morgan sample
table by a Simple random sampling. The research instruments were questionnaires. And
the statistical program evaluation questionnaire was mean, percentage, standard deviation,
and the Modified Priority Needs Index (PNImodiﬂed

) technique. The finding reveals that ; The

overall at the moderate level. As for the desirable condition of Student-Centered for Private
schools Kalasin Provincial Education Office, was overall at a high level. When considering
each aspect, it was found that the most demanded aspect is measurement and evaluation.
Other were at the high level.

Phase 2, the develop teacher development programs in Student-Centered for
Private schools, Kalasin Provincial Education Office. Studying from 2 institutions of excellence
(Best Practices), The instruments were Interview Form. Assessing the suitability of teacher
development programs by 6 qualified persons and 5 program users, Which is obtained
by Purposive Sampling. And the statistical program evaluation questionnaire was mean,
percentage, standard deviation. The finding reveals that ; Development of Teacher Program
on Student-Centered for Private schools Kalasin Provincial Education Office consists of
1) Principle 2) Objectives 3) Course structure 4) Content 5) Method 6) Equipment/materials
7) Evaluation. The evaluation of Teacher Development Program on Student-Centered for
Private schools Kalasin Provincial Education Office using a focus group method. Five experts
have agreed with this program which overall probability in the program was at the highest
level (X=4.76) and the probability was at the highest level (X=4.78)
