1. Promote students’ behavior of knowledge acquistion consisted of 5 factors and
23 indicators. The factors were: 1) learning motivation including 4 indicators 2) self — esteem
including 4 indicators 3) seeking knowledge themselves including 5 indicators 4) atmost-
phere and environments including 7 indicators,and 5) learning process including 3 indicators.
Both factors and indicators were evaluated at the highest level of appropriateness. 2. The
current situations of promote students’ behavior of knowledge acquistion as the whole
were at the high level and 4 factors were at high level, which were the learning motivation;
learning process ; atmostphere and environments and self — esteem, the last factor of seek-
ing knowledge themselves was at the moderate level. 3. The development of the guide-
lines to promote students’ behavior of knowledge acquistion in schools under the office of



Udonthani Primary Education Service Area 3. The analysis of Modified Priority Needs Index
was found the levels of needs to improve ranking from highest to the lowest were 1) seeking
knowledge themselves, self — esteem, atmostphere and environments, learning process,

and learning motivation.

teachers by using rating scale for the questionnaire 5 level. The research statistics were
mean, percentage, and standard deviation. Phase 3 the guideline to Develop Teacher’s
Competency in Curriculum and Learning Management in the schools of Nong Khai Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1.

The present condition of a Guideline to
Develop Teacher's Competency in Curriculum Management and Learning Management
in the Schools found that the present condition for all five sides were at a high level.
Considering each aspect with the highest level was included: the learning management
focuses on the learners, measurement and evaluation of learning, to create and develop
the curriculum, knowledge and ability to design learning, and the lowest level of compliance
was on the using and development Innovative technologies for learning.

Between the pre and post test scores with the 3Ps, the post test scores
were significantly higher than those before the study at the.05 level of statistic overall student
satisfaction questionnaire, the mean score was 4.65 from the 5-point scale.

The objectives of this research are to compare the difference, and to compare the
anaerobic performance, endurance and speed of sprint runners who rest in different periods,
before, during, and after training.the representative samples are 30 sprint runners, who are
17 to 19 years old, studying in upper level of Prakonchaipittayakom high school. By simple
sampling method, samples were separated into 3 groups and 10 samples for each. All of
them did rest interval training at 80-90% Max.Hr. They had run 50 meters for 8 rounds.
The rest periods of each group were 30, 60, 90 seconds. The training had begun in every
Monday, Wednesday, and Friday for 8 weeks. The result of the training was collected and
analyzed to be statistical data by calculating the mean, the standard deviation the result’s dif-
ference of three group of samples were compared by using the Two-way ANCOVA repeated
measure analyzing with repeated measure at 0.05 point of statistical significance. The found
of difference would lead to the comparison in pair by Bonferroni method.

Results After the training, the group of samples which had done rest interval
training at 80-90% max hour, running 50 meters for 8 rounds, rest period for 60 seconds
in each round, had highest anaerobic power increasing average after training at 0.05 point
of statistical significance

Conclusion It can be concluded that the group of samples which had rest period for
60 seconds in each round, had the anaerobic power than before the beginning of the training.

Instruction for Authors

Journal of Educational Administration and Supervisor, Mahasarakham University is an
academic journal in the field of education.

The articles
to be published may be reviews of current issues, or scholarly issues that contribute a new
body of knowledge, that demonstrate interesting and valuable points of view for readers. It
is important to note that articles submitted for Journal of Education should not have been
preprinted or previously submitted to other publications. The context of the articles may be
revised as appropriate by the journal editorial board and peer reviews in order to make it fit
the international standard and be accepted as reference.

Submission of manuscripts:

1. Language: Manuscripts can be written in either Thai or English.

Thai language manuscripts should adhere to the Royal Institute’s principles in using
vocabulary and borrowed English words. All English words must be typed in small letters,
except specific names. English language manuscripts must be checked for the correctness
of language by an English expert prior to submission.

2. Papers:Manuscripts should be typed in A4 paper, and required to have 3.5 cm
margins on each of the four sides: top, bottom, right and left. The contents of the Abstract
in both Thai and English, other headings, and references should be arranged in one column.

3. Style and size of font: Both Thai and English manuscripts are required to type in
“Browallia New” font style with font size as follows ;

Title of the article: 20 pt. Bold

Name(s) of the authors: 18 pt. Normal

Main heading: 18 pt. Bold

Sub-heading: 16 pt. Bold

Body of the text: 16 pt. Normal

The first page of footnotes presenting authors’ names, academic
titles, and affiliations: 14 pt. Normal

4. Number of pages: The article is required not to be longer than 15 pages. These
include tables, figures, pictures, and references.
